The purposes of this research were to find 1) the transformational leadership of school
administrators under the office of Ratchaburi Primary Educational Service Areas, 2) the implementation of
educational information technology of schools under the office of Ratchaburi Primary Educational Service
Areas, and 3) the relationship between transformational leadership of school administrators and the
implementation of educational information technology of schools under the office of Ratchaburi Primary
Educational Service Areas. The sample of this research were 158 schools under the office of Ratchaburi
Primary Educational Service Areas. The respondents consisted of school administrators, vice principals in
charge of academic affairs or directors of academic affairs, heads of learning strand, and teachers, with the
total number of 632. The research instrument was a questionnaire about the administrators’ leadership
based on Bass and Avolio and the implementation of educational information technology according to the
Academic division, Ministry of Education. The statistics used to analyze the data were frequency, percentage,
mean, standard deviation and Pearson’s product moment correlation coefficient.

The findings revealed that :

1. The transformational leadership of school administrators under the office of Ratchaburi Primary
Educational Service Areas, asa whole and as an individual, was at a high level.

2. The implementation of educational information technology of schools under the office of
Ratchaburi Primary Educational Service Areas, as a whole and as an individual, was at a high level.

3. The transformational leadership of school administrators was found correlated with the
implementation of educational information technology of schools under the office of Ratchaburi Primary

Educational Service Areas at .01 level of significance.
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
