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 The objectives of this research were to determine 1) the opinions of parents on 

administration of Sahabumrung Wittaya school; 2) the difference of parents’ opinions on 

administration of Sahabumrung Wittaya school classified by gender, age, education, and career; 

and 3) the problems, obstacles, and recommendations made by parents on administration of 

Sahabumrung Wittaya school. Samples in this study included 290 parents. The research 

instruments were questionair and focus – group interviewes. Data obtained were analyzed 

statistically by frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and content analyis. 

One-way ANOVA by  sheffe’s  was employed to compare the difference of parents’ opinion on 

the administration of Sahabumrung Wittaya school.  

Results of the research revealed that: 

1. Opinions of parents on the administration of Sahabumrung Wittaya school overall 

were at a high level. When considered separately, it was found that all aspects exhibited high 

levels in human resource management, general administration, academic administration, and 

budget administration, respectively. 

  2. Opinions of parents on the administration of Sahabumrung Wittaya school, 

Dontum District, Nakhon Pathom Province, classified by level of education, career, income, age 

and relationship with students, were different while opinions of parents classified by gender have 

no differences in school administration . 
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
