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Abstract

The objectives of this study were to study (1) social and economic fundamental
state of farmers in Borabue District, Maha Sarakham Province who participated in the project
of good quality Hom Mali Rice production adhering to good agricultural practice in 2010; (2)
their basic knowledge and their knowledge sources; (3) the state of their Hom Mali Rice
production; (4) factors affecting their adoption of good quality Hom Mali Rice production
adhering to good agricultural practice; and (5) their problems and suggestions on Hom Mali
Rice production.

This study was a survey research. The population in this study were 150 farmers
in Borabue District, Maha Sarakham Province who participated in the project of good quality
Hom Mali Rice production adhering to good agricultural practice in 2010. The data were
collected by using an interview form. The statistical methodology used to analyze the data by
instant computer programs were frequency, percentage, minimum value, maximum value,
mean, standard deviation, and range.

The findings of this study were as follows: (1) Most of the studied farmers were
male. Their average age was 54.58 years old. They were married. They were educated at
lower primary level. They were members of the project of good quality Hom Mali Rice
production adhering to good agricultural practice in 2010, and all of them were trained how to
do so. Their main occupation was a farmer. The average quantity of members of their family
was 4.66 persons. The average of their area used for doing paddy farming was 17.11 Rai.
Their average total income was 125,102.83 Baht per family per year. (2) Their basic
knowledge of Hom Mali Rice production was at much level, and they were transferred
knowledge from officials in the Agricultural Extension Department at much level too. (3) The
average of their area used for growing Hom Mali Rice was 8.14 Rai per family. Their field
was on upland with loose sandy soil which needed to be fertilized. Rain was the main water
source for their farming. The average of their investment in Hom Mali Rice production was
2,504.67 Baht per Rai. The average of their Hom Mali Rice productivity was 392.02 Kg/Rai.
(4) The factors which affected their adoption of good quality Hom Mali Rice production
adhering to good agricultural practice at much level were stable factors,that it is most level in
land issue, production factors, that it is most level in adoption of maketing issue ,regulations
and production procedure adhering to good agricultural practice, that it is most level in the
use of hazardous substances in agriculture : Use the instructions of the label issue. while
variable factors generally affected their adoption at medium level, that it is most level in
manure issue.(5)Considering their problems with Hom Mali Rice production, it was found
that they generally had problems at medium level, that it is most level in in capital issue.
They suggested that they should have been supplied with materials and tools/equipment by
related sectors, and some of their capital should have been supported from the Sub-District
Administrative Organization. The selling price of Hom Mali Rice should have been high. And
water sources for their farming should have been clean.
