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The objective of this research is about the impact of mass media on forensic 
science procedure in Thailand. The study focuses on the presentation on forensic science of 
this mass media in order to analyze the role of forensic practitioner who gave information 
related to forensic science, to critically syntheses. The role of mass media as messenger, to 
improve the forensic science procedure by qualitative study the relation of current situation 
and factors appeared in the mass media, study mass media by collecting data from important 
and interviewing six experts of various forensic fields and mass media experts.   

The conclusion of critical syntheses show that the messenger used strategy 
and technic to presented the opened issue, closed issue and the ratio of the presented 
contents. The format of strategy and methodology that the messenger used depend on the 
conflict of the interested personal or the conflict of evidence identification unit. The impact on 
forensic science procedure has two facts. The first was positive that will promote the society 
acknowledgement of the forensic science role and function for the justice system. The second 
negative fact resulted in the unreliability of the forensic science in Thailand. The wrapped up 
the mass media should corporately work with forensic science practitioner under the ethical 
roles of news services and organization federal agency to inspect the news mass media.         
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
