The purposes of this research were 1) to study the impact liability of the military
mind department to support the 9th infantry division in terms of personal liability to the
impact on the noncommissioned. 2) to study the difference impact liability of the personal
and liability of the military mind department to support the 9th infantry division. The
samples were 240 persons. The instruments used were questionnaires. The statistics

used in the analysis of the data were percentage (%), average (X) standard deviation
(S.D.), one-way analysis of variance (one-way ANOVA) and multiple linear regression.

The search findings were as following:

1) The military mind department to support the 9th infantry division have an
impact on the overall liability is “moderate”. But it was found different in average of levels of
personal impact liability. These were highest found in psychological, social, and economic,
respectively.

2) To test hypotheses, it was found that the differences in the impact liability of
the military mind department to support the 9th infantry division were significantly affected
the differences in safety needs, dietary behavior, behavior associated with vices, and
flight behavior.
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
