The study of participatiom of the community in Kadkongtha Walking Street
Management, Mueang District, Lampang Provice aimed to (1) study the model and participation
of the residents living in the Kadkongtha community in managing Kadkongtha walking street
today, (2) analyze the effects of Kadkongtha walking street management on the community, and
(3) recommend an appropriate model for the community in managing Kadkongtha walking street
using principles and concepts regarding the community, community’s participation, community’s
economic, and communitarian concepts. The styudy area includes the northern and southern part
of the Kadkongtha communities. This study use qualitative data collected via surveys. Participant
observation were collected through those attending meeting in the Kadkongtha community area
and non-participant observation were collected regarding physical environment of the community
and were gathered using sgmi-structured interviews. Select sample groups, included the
municipality council members, government officers/operations officers, Kadkongtha committee
members, people living in the northern and southern parts of Kadkongtha, pelple selling goods in
the Kadkongtha walking street, and tourists who visit Kadkongtha. A total of 78 people were

included in the study.



" The study results found that: 2 4 7 2 0 5

1. Residents’ participation in the community depended on their age, and most
participants were elders because most working-age people go to work outside the
community. The participation of community sellers who are marginalized results
in an unequal relationship with the level of power. The community’s temples were
involved in anything because they had conflicts with the Kad management
committee. The Kad management committee was involved in the working
procedures, but only some of the committee members were active in these

« operations.

2. The effects of Kadkongtha walking street management were that they stimulated
economics in the community and Lampang province, turning residential areas into
tourist attractions and making people in the community more active and aware of
the importance of the community. The other effect was that it changed the
community’s way of life and generated conflicts in the community. Community’s
residences could not travel in and out of the community conveniently, dust and
noise pollution, wastes problem and traffic jams all occurred.

3. The study also found that these effects cause the community’s members to
demand to greater participate because they receive both advantages in managing
the Kadkongtha walking street. Nonetheless, the Kadkongtha walking street
management still lacked of community participation. Moreover, the current
Kadkongtha walking street managing guidelines resulted in conflicts in the
community.

Therefore, recommendations have been developed regarding the major issues of the
Kadkongtha walking street management model. These are as follows: Kadkongtha walking street
committee should be elected .or selected under precise rules and regulations, the committee
structure should be adjusted to increase the responsibilities of each position by assigning
responsibilities according to areas, and meetings or public forums should be held regularly.
These should also be verification and evaluation of procedure and it should be organized with
outside organizations from both the public and private sectors. The Kadkongtha walking street

management should also give precedence to the preservation of local cultures.
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
