The purposes of the research were: 1) to compare learning outcomes before and after
using project-based learning approach 2) to study the students’ ability to perform a project work
after being taught by project-based learning approach and 3) to study the students opinions
towards project-based learning approach. The sample group consisted of 60 eighth grade students
from Prapathom Wittayalai School, Nakhon Pathom in the second semester of the 2010 academic
year. This research was conducted by using the One Group Pretest-Posttest Design. The
independent variable was the instruction using project-based learning approach. The dependent
variables were learning outcomes: analytical skills in listening and viewing, and capabilities in
performing project work, and students’ opinions towards project-based learning approach. The
content of the learning was Thai Language specifically listening and viewing skills. The
experiment times were 17 hours. The research tools were lesson plans, assessment test and
evaluation worksheets, focusing on capabilities in performing project work, and questionnaire.
The statistical analyses used were mean (X ), standard deviation (S.D.), t-test dependent, and
content analysis.

The results of this research were:

1. The differences of students’ learning outcomes on analytical listening and viewing
before and after being taught by project-based learning approach were statistically significant at
.05 level. The students learning outcomes after the instruction were higher than the earlier.

2. All the ability in performing project work of the students were at a high level
namely planning, working and presentation, and work processing respectively.

3. The students’ opinions towards project-based learning approach were at a high level
of agreement in the following aspects respectively, project-based learning activities, learning

atmosphere and benefits from project-based learning approach.
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
