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Executive Summary

The purposes of this study were to investigate bullying behaviors and factors leading to having
bullying behaviors of students of Islamic private school in Pattani Province. The data were collected through
in-depth interviews with students who bullied other students, students who were bullied, parents, guardians,
teachers, and people who saw bullying between students in the school such as janitors, cleaning staff and
security guards. Content analysis was carried out with the data using principles of logic for context and
theoretical comparison. The results revealed that:

1. Bullying behaviors existed because they had been done to the same persons repeatedly with
many different methods or forms that had made the particular places and time frightening for persons who
had been bullied at the places or the time. Some bullied persons learned that they should bully others before
they are bullied which is a way to survive or to deviate attention of those who usually bullied them. In
addition, the study found that bullying usually took place at places hidden from public view and usually
repeated at the same places but different time depending on the condition, for example, in the classroom
when the teacher was not in, on the playground, and in the restroom area, etc. Most bullied students cried,
were injured and bruised on their bodies. The bullying behaviors taking place in this school were not different
from those in other schools. Nevertheless, according to principles, goals and visions of Islamic private
schools, bullying behaviors should not have taken place in school at all because these schools taught
subjects about the religion, principles of faith, and ethics and morals, especially taboos and punishments for
injuring others physically, emotionally, feeling-wise, and mentally. They also taught about desirable behaviors
according to Islamic principles, and emphasized strict religious practice among students.

2. Family conditions and how children were brought up had effects on bullying behaviors. How
children were brought up shaped their characteristics, especially children who were brought up in a family that
used violence such as parents quarreled and beat each other, and children were severely punished, etc.
Children could absorb and imitate these violent behaviors. While the factors of school rules and regulations
which were used for student socialization in order for students to have desirable behaviors and to be well-
disciplined, the factor of violence in the area did not attract much attention from students; Which had a bit
effects on bullying behaviors of students.

People related to students' bullying behaviors expressed their feeling and attitude towards bullying
behaviors in the same way, that is, there should not be bullying behaviors in the school and all people
concerned should take part in taking preventive measures, for example, building understanding of being true
Muslims by instilling Islamic ethics and Islamic principles in children so that children have true understanding
deep in their mind, by avoiding emphasis on violence in family, schools and society. In doing this, family
must be the start point not to show violence to each other physically or verbally, and be ready to cooperate
with the school to solve the problem. Family and schools must have ways to teach children to understand
violence taking place in the area or in society. Furthermore, they must find suitable ways that do not violate
Islamic principles to draw out violence from children. Opportunities should also be provided for students to

learn life skills such as study tours, ethics and moral camps, learning about communities with different



languages and cultures, and visiting other Muslim communities in other areas in order to tighten relationships,

etc.
The results of the study are useful directly to related people and organizations for forming policy
and measures to help and alleviate the problem of bullying behaviors among students so that students have

suitable behaviors, and to prevent them from having more violent behaviors.
