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This thesis was the study of expressway drivers’ behavior in breaking speeding
law. lts purpose was to determine the attitude about reasons and factors influencing the
behavior in breaking speeding law among the expressway drivers and the suitable of
speeding Law. The questionnaire was distributed to participants, 391 drivers whom
were arrested due to drive over speed limit on expressway and in-depth interview was
conducted to 9 of them. The findings were as follows:

Sorting by gender, the majority were male, 261 drivers or equal to 66.8%, 130 or
33.2% were female. 37.9% aged between 18 — 25 years. About education and
occupation, 54.7% had a bachelor's degree and 45% were employees. 70.3% shown as
driving personal car, 38.6% had driven from 1-5 years and 39.6% got 5-years driving
licenseé. 50.6% used the expressway less than 10 times per week.

Most of the drivers believed that the reasons and factors influencing the
breaking speeding law behavior were in hurry to reach the destination. Additionally,
according to in-depth interview, most of them were convinced in the high performance
and safety systems of the cars which were able to drive over 80 km/hr safely.

The drivers believed that Speeding Law, nowadays, was not suitable, out-of-
date and should be amended, to not more than 130 km/hr. concerning a penalty, they
agreed to not more than 1,000 baht fine and the suitable amount was as the officers’

decision according to the violated speed.
