The objective of this research is to provides solution for the low - income housing's
problem in Bangkok. It focuses on housing development and standardization for the
community according to the economic and social situation.

Due to the development of economic and modern industrial, leading to the dramatic
increasing of population in Bangkok and the environment deterioration. Consequently,
the vast labors immigrate to the-services and industries are low - income people, which
affect the insufficient shelter and illegal land trespass.

Chaophraya community is also facing with this situation. The studies find out the
major problems in the study area are 1) The right of landlord problem. Cause of this
community is illegal land trespass; therefore, insecure shelter is concerned. 2) The
problem of low — income people , which is the basic of daily life. 3) The environment
deterioration Which is impact to the hygiene and quality of life. According to several
problems from the study, there are four proposed methods to develop the Chaophraya
community and the first is to improve the proprietary-right in land tenure for solving the
illegal trespass ‘s situation by using the slum relocation policy. Anyway, the intermediary
organization who'll have find out and concemn about finance, new land and supported
infrastructure should be the government's agents. Especially, this way is making the
dwellers have a sense of belongihg on their houses and community. In order to build the
courage of dwellers for investment to develop their houses. Secondly, to improve the
economic situation of dwellers in this community by to encourage their income and job
opportunities. This is main factor of the first step to improve the project. Thirdly, to
improve the social and environment situation by to encourage the relationship of
dwellers in community also it will be the strong community too. However, the operation
should give knowledge about role, duty and responsibility to dwellers together. Finally, to
improve the standard of community and shelters physical for suitable with economic
situation of each household. Whatever, the government’s agents or non — government
organizations might participate in this process. Therefore, the mutual aid housing policy
is the improvement guidelines for low — income housing in this research. Including
promoting about people’s participation.

The advantage from this research is an appropriate approach to improve low —
income housing’s standard. Above of all, their participation will attribute the unity and
good relationship. It is a basic of strong community in the future. So that, if the land
tenure problem is solved, the dwellers will feel belongs to their houses and community
and completely to take care theirs. In conclusion, the author wish the result of studies is

to be useful the advantage to improve guideline for the other communities.
