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ABSTRACT TE 140812

The objectives of this research were to determine and compare the implementation
problems of students’ activities in Polytechnic Colleges and Community & Industrial Colleges in
the Central region. Samples were 168 subjects. Who were classified into two groups. The
director assistances was in the first group. The second group consisted of Section Heads of
occupational guidance and job procument, students activity, guardian, special project and welfare.
Quesuionnaire with rating scales were used for data collection. The data were analyzed by the
SPSS for windows with percentage, mean, standard deviation and t-test.

The rescarch findings were as following

1. The implementation problems of students’ activities in the Polytechnic Colleges and
Community & Industrial Colleges were found as a whole at moderate level. Considering each
aspect, Occupational guidance and job procument were at the most level. Whereas othor aspects
were at modcrate level. They were.put in order from the highest to the least means such as
welfare, special project, guardian and students’ activities respectively.

2. Polytechnic colleges and Community & Industrial Colleges had no statistical
significant diffcrences on the implementation problems of students’ activities. However
considering cach aspect, it had statistical significant at .05 level

3. Polytechnic colleges and Community & Industrial Colleges with different sizes had
no overall statistical significant differences on the implementation problems of students’

activitics. Considering cach aspect, it had statistical significant differences at .05 level
