The First, data is collected of by using group discussion, in-dept interview, and
brainstorming from 213 applicants. These included students, parents, and community
leaders 6 families whose have teenage pregnant daughters are invited for indept
interviews. It examines accuracy and correctness of data collected. In addition, it
analyses the raw data profoundly and find decent summaries for its interpretation
presenting important factors.

Second, the study is compiled by quantity research. The surveys are developed
to respond the method and process of the issue in terms of its communication area. To
ensure the effective result, 6 schools in Lablae district: 428 students, 192 fathers, and
132 mothers are sampled to answer the surveys. From this, the data is being

compiemented with the average, percentage and standard deviation.



Third, after data is being collected properly, it comes to a process to initiate the
- proposal in which it would be forwarded to the implementation of the development'on
sexual communication among those sensitive agricultural based family members. This
has been done by forecasting technique form 2 separating groups which are direct and
purposive sampling. The groups consist of local policy activists, community
policy implementers, and others in the total of 69 of them. Subsequently, it allows an
efficient analysis to set accordingly and verify the information with balance perspectives
of the applicants, including conformable perspectives, in finding active and practical
solutions for local and district usage.

The study found that: There are external factors determining the procedures of
sexual responsibility communication and social disciplinary of sexualities. To illustrate,
decentralization and expansion of municipal education affairs policies with propa
preparing are problematic as well as instability of pricing and agricultural products,
ineffectiveness of sex education, influences on mass media, urbanization development
plans along with limitless accessibility of information uses in teenagers. Not only that,
social conditions are emphasized when parental awareness on teenagers sexual
violence and risks on sexuality are obstructed. Also, cultural context and social value at
community level towards sexualities on young married couples are concerned. In
addition, the community expectation on ideal parents as to be role models for their
children are captured till traditional behavior led to well upbringing to socially expecting
sexual behaviors.

According to the quantity research, the fact of sexual responsibility communication
between parents and children in agricultural families, its method and process shows that
agricultural fathers pay a closer attention on self-responsibility of daily routines in
teenagers and honesty as to be 74.6%. Meanwhile, 71.2% of the mothers mention that
they are more interested on self-responsibility. Also, most of the fathers think that when it
comes to such an issue, they tend to focus more on self-esteem, sexual protection and

consequences of teenage pregnancy. However, they pay less attention, in medium level,



to value people in opposite sex and to prevent pregnancy. In addition, the mothers say
all the aspects are mostly important to them by 75.9% pointed out on self-esteem.

In terms of the method and the process that the parents use to communicate to
their children about self-responsibility when the children are in a relationship and value
an opposite sex, the parents demonstrates that they agree to exemplify other teenagers
who have risk behavior to teach the children by referring to 53.4% of the fathers and
48.2% of the mothers. Also, a medium used to point out self-esteem to the children is a
compliment to the children when finishing tasks, listen to them willingly, and talk them
through future plans in which they will use body language by hugging, giving warmth,
and telling how much they love them. However, the parents reveal that they are less likely
to teach them about safe sex and condom use by having 80.5% and 88.0% of the fathers
and mothers never communicate with the children about it. And, to let the children know
about consequences of teenage pregnancy, parents say that they tend to point out
negative effects of the issue disturbing their future and studying.

To initiate proposals allowing policy implementation on the development
of sexual responsibility communication between parents and children of lower secondary
education in agricultural families in Uttaradit, it has found that locally supporting processes
have been taken actively in order to motivate the development subsidised from all involved
agencies. HoWever, the agencies must have set a clear purpose and comprehensive activities
suiting the area to fully support it. To illustrate, there should be a precise development plan
to the parents participated by community. This would conform with cultural context,
belief, custom and contemporary perspectives on sexuality. It can also be said to
encourage the father to take more parts in upbringing and improve life lessons rather
than the teaching of sexuality alone to compromise the present society. Furthermore, it is
necessary to have an effective medium in order to publicise the extreme of situations.

Recommendation: Sexual responsibility communication between parents and
children in agricultural families limits its movement of policy initiative and the community
co-learning. In fact , there needs to be an enormous support of parental roles that allows

positive sexual responsibility communication to set. More importantly, building self-



esteem, accepting adolescent status, and willing to listen need to be developed even
stronger. In addition, theoretical evidences found are suggested to be studied further in
a wider range of educational perspectives in order to create new approaches of

contemporary sexuality bounded issues in agricultural society.
