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Abstract

This study intended to investigate (1) the state of the Community Funds
Administration (The Savings Section of Production), (2) the participations of the Community
Funds Administration (The Savings Section of Production), and (3) the managerial model of
the Community Funds Administration (The Savings Section of Production) using the concept
of Sufficiency Economics.

The participants of this research were the association of the Community Funds
Administration (The Savings Section of Production) in Bangbuathong District, Nonthaburi
Province. Considering the objective (1) and (2), they were interviewed and asked to give the
qualitative data. Also, they were asked to complete the questionnaire, which later were
analyzed the mean and the percentage using SPSS program.

In addition, to achieve the objective (3), the group from Baan Klong Jek, Moo 11,
Bangbuathong Subdistrict and the group from Baan klongtachom, Moo 9, Bangkoorat
Subdistrict were selected to join the participatory action research program. This program
contained 4 workshops which performed 4 stages of problems determination, solution
analysis, action plans and conclusion.

The result has shown that:

(1) The groups of the Community Funds Administration (The Savings Section of
Production) in Bangbuathong District, Nonthaburi Province has been voluntarily established
by the villagers and with the support from The Community Development Department. This
association has had a favorable relationship with the government units and included the
competent administrators. The turnover is depended on the financial policy, financial
regulation, and the good governance. Some group has the administrative board while some
group has only the person in charge with the examiner. For the financial regulation and
result, the group which charges the interest rate could provide more dividend than the group
which charges only the fee. Some provides welfare. Some offers part-time job to the
members. Being supportable, every group provides seminar training, and excursions.

(2) The people in the community shared little audience participation comparing to
the members themselves. The groups get supports from the people when they agreed upon
the administrative principles and felt satisfied for the benefits and welfare in return. Thus,
the members rarely shared the characteristics of group ownerships unless it involves their
benefits and rights. .

(3) For the manageriat model of the Community Funds Administration (The Savings
Section of Production) using the Philosophy of Sufficient Economics, they practice the
principle concerning three pillars and two conditions by primarily considering the two
conditions in all three areas: management, finance, and production. For virtue condition, the
members are required to be honest, reliable, transparent, and coordinate in all five areas: (1)
infrastructure and working -process, (2) budget and resource management, (3) organization

proficiency development, (4) members’ and communities’ benefits, and (5) Members’ way of
life.
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
