population were 27 administrators and 163 teachers from 10 Bangkok Apprentice schools.
Questionnaire were uscd for data collection. They were consisted of 5 aspects : (1)Curriculum;

(2)Educational facilities; (3)Teachers; (4)Students: (5)Evaluation. The Reliability of

Questionnaire was .98

Administratiors and teachers™ Opinions on instructional situation of vocational short
courses of Bangkok Apprentice schools as @ whole were at moderate level. Considering cach
aspcct, the results were ¢

1. Curriculum : Administrators and tcachers™ opinions on curriculum as a whole were
at modcrate level. Some items were at the most level such as curriculums objective which
cmphasized on skill practicing as well as using Vocational Knowledge for daily life. Whercas the

rest items were at modcraic ievel.

2. Educational Facilities : Administrators and teachers’ opinions on Educational

s mzan was the highest one. Thirteen items

Facilities™ as a whole were at mie

ichest mean was school environment and lowest mean

was innovation for tecaching and learning.

3. Instructor : Administrators and tcachers” opinions on instructors as a wholc were at

moderate level. Some items were at the most level such as closed coaching and advocate to
teaching. Other items were at moderate level.

4. Student : Administrators and teachers’ opinions on students as a whole were at the
most level. Some items were at the most level such as students were interested in Vocational
lcarning and most of them were unemployed persons. Whereas other items were at modcrate level
such as students had low incomes and dropped-out. Only onc item was at the least level such as
students’ sclection.

5. Evaluation : Administrators and tcachers’ opinions on an cvaluation as a whole were

at modclate level and the rests were as well. Exceptionally, practicing evaluation for every lesson

was at the most level.
