The purpose of this study was to study the solid waste management systems of Pakkret
City Municipality, Nonthaburi Province, study problems and obstacles of the solid waste
management, and study people’s satisfaction on the solid waste management systems. The study
will benefit related organizations as fundamental information for setting policies and plans on the
solid waste management, to ensure the maximum efficiency and expand to other communities. In
this study, the researcher collected quantitative data and qualitative data. The data collection tools
were 400 sets of the questionnaires on people’s satisfaction on the solid waste management
systems, and in-depth interview of the Mayor of Pakkret City Municipality, the Director of Division
of Public Health and Environment of Pakkret City Municipality, solid waste collection officers, solid
waste recycle officers, solid waste disposal officers, and people residing in Pakkret City
Municipality.

It was found that the people’s satisfaction on the solid waste management systems was at

the moderate level ()T: 3.24). The people’s satisfaction on solid waste collection and waste
recycle were at the moderate level ( X = 3.23, X = 2.67) respectively. The people’s satisfaction on

solid waste disposal was at the high level ( X = 3.83).

The study on six processes of the solid waste management systems of Pakkret City
Municipality, Nonthaburi Province revealed operational problems. The problems on sources of
solid waste was a higher amount of solid waste and insufficient number of containers. Hence,
some wastes remained at collection points and on footbridges. The problem on the solid waste
management at sources was that people did not separate waste resulting in collection burden. The
problem on solid waste collection was that people did not place waste bags at collection points,
resulting in collection difficulty. The problem on solid waste transport was damaged and leaky
trucks, resulting in waste water leakage and bad smell around roads. The problem on solid waste
recycle was that the Municipality did not have consistent waste recycle projects. The problem on
the solid waste disposal was that no waste separation so landfill holes were full very quickly.
Accordingly, the information gained from the study will bengfit to related organizations. They will be
used as fundamental information for setting policies and plans on the solid waste management, to
ensure the maximum efficiency and expand to other communities.
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
