Abstract

The purposes of this research were to: (1) examine the characteristics of the political conflict between the
“yellow shirt” and “red shirt” groups in PhichitProvince; (2) identify the political effects, both positive and negative, of
this conflict; and (3) predict the tendency of the political impact of the conflict.

This was a qualitative research. The sample population was chosen by purposive sampling, consisting of (1)
2 leaders of the yellow shirt group; (2) 2 leaders of the red shirt group; (3) 1 financial supporter of the yellow shirt
group; (4) 1 financial supporter of the red shirt group; (5) 2 public relations activists for the yellow shirt group; (6) 2
public relations activists for the red shirt group; (7) 5 members of the yellow shirt group; and (8) 5 members of the red
shirt group, for a total of 20. Quantitative research methods were used for studying the impact of the conflict on people
in PhichitProvince. A sample size of 400 was chosen using the method of Taro Yamane. Research tools were interviews,
observation, questionnaires and document research. Data were analyzed using descriptive research, percentages and
frequency.

The results showed that (1) The political conflict between the yellow and red shirt groups in Phichit Province
was characterized by: (1.1) Both sides used political discourse to discredit each other(1.2) The groups condemned each
other through messages in various media (1.3) Both groups developed solidarity to strengthen and enlarge the group(1.4)
Both sides idolized certain people as symbols of their struggle (1.5) Both groups made their groups powerful to counter
the opposite side (2) The positive impacts of the conflict in terms of politics, economy, society and culture were the
promotion of political institutions; promotion of public participation in politics and in monitoring and counterbalancing
politicians to steer economic directions; changes in behavior, and the opening of new political worldviews. The negative
impacts in terms of politics, economy, society and culture were division in society; power struggles between politicians;
instability of political institutions; disrespect for the law; promotion of misguided values; violence; delays in economic
development; a tendency of people not to put their money in savings; problems in daily lives; politicians caring more
about personal benefit than the public good; and a break-down of interpersonal relationships and other resources in
society, resulting in conflicts and damage to resources. The questionnaire respondents who did not participate in
political activities were impacted the most. (3) The tendency of the positive impacts was that people know more about
the political system, the political culture was developed, and group political values were instilled. The tendency of the
negative impacts was division in society and economic decline. Most of the respondents felt that the tendency of the

conflict was to get better.
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
