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ABSTRACT

The research aimed at developing a model for the management of information
and communication technology in the primary schools. The research procedure followed
3 phases: Phase 1: study the state and guidelines for the management of information and
communication technology in the primary schools by analyzing and synthesizing relevant
document research findings, concepts and the theories in the management., then
conducting studies of 3 basic education schools with best practices in the management.,
then interviewing 5 educational experts. Data were analyzed through content analysis.
Phase 2: constructing of a tentative model, then checking its appropriateness through
focus group discussion among 9 educational experts, and Phase 3: evaluating the
usefulness by 60 educators and data were analyzed, using means and standard
deviations.

The results research that the constructed model for the management
of information and communication technology in the primary schools consists of
3 components: 1) Executive committee of information technology and the communication
in the school. 2) The scope of tasks in the information technology and the communication

and 3) The process of the management of information technology and the communication.



The constructed model has been validated by the selected experts in information and

communication technology and the administrators of primary schools, respectively.
