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ABSTRACT

This research was to develop a learning model based on Sociocultural Theory
to enhance English communicative ability for upper secondary school students in three
southern border provinces. The specific purposes of this research were 1) to study the
learners’ context in multicultural society and the ways to enhance English communicative
ability; 2) to construct a learning model based on Sociocultural Theory and study its
quality; 3) to implement the learning model and study its results to 3.1) compare English
“communicative ability by using pretest and posttest scores and 3.2) study students’
behavior of multicultural cooperation task; and 4) to evaluate students’ satisfaction
toward the learning model.

The research procedure comprised 3 steps of research and development
processes: 1) studying the learners’ context in multicultural society by conducting an
interview with 3 different focus groups including 6 upper secondary students, a group of
6 English teachers; and a group of 4 English teaching experts; 2) constructing a leaming
model which was evaluated by 8 experts and studying its quelity by implementing it to a

pilot group of 36 Matayomsuksa five students of PSU Demonstration School to study an



effective index; and 3) implementing the learning model; specific samples used for the
experiment were 38 students of PSU Demonstration school.

The research results were as follows:

1. The leamers’ context in multicultural society including Bhudhist Thais, Muslim
Thais and Chinese Thais consisted positive and negative factors in English communicative
ability in four skills differently. Therefore, creating English communication afmosphere in
school through various language activities by using local texts/stories was recommended
to enhance their English communicative ability.

2. The learning model consisted of principles, goals, contents, instructional
processes, and measurements and evaluations. The learning model called PP, ,P Model
consisted of 3 steps. They were 1) Presentation 2) Practice through ISC (Interaction,
Scaffolding and Cooperation) and 3) Production. The local texts/stories were used to
enhance English communicative ability. The experts agreed to the quality of the learning
model at the highest level (4.64 of 5-level scales). The effective index of listening and
speaking skills was 0.58 or learning progress was 58 percent whereas the effective index
of reading and writing skills was 0.59 or learning progress was 59 percent.

3. When the learning model was implemented, it was found that:

3.1 The students’ English communicative ability after learning through the
learning model was higher than before leaming at the 0.01 level of statistical
significance.

3.2 The students’ behavior of multicultural cooperation task was at the
highest level (89.07%).

4. The students’ satisfaction toward the learning model was at a high level

(4.18 of 5-level scales).
