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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were 1) to study the characteristics of public
mind of lower secondary school students learning through the enrichment curriculum
following the social cognitive theory and service learning 2) to construct and evaluate the
effectivness of the enrichment curriculum. and 3) to use the enrichment curriculum to
3.1) compare the characteristics of public mind of lower secondary school students
before and after learning through the enrichment curriculum and 3.2) study the students’
behaviors before and after learning through the enrichment curriculum. The research
was implemented through the 3 —step research process. The cluster random sampling
Was used to draw 40 Mattayom Suksa 1 students at Phichai School, Uttaradit Province
enrolling in the academic year 2013 who were used as a target group. The research
tools consisted of : 1) the enrichment curriculum to enhance' public mind 2) the
measurement form of the characteristics of public mind and 3) the self- measurement

form on public mind.



The resuits of the study were as follows :

1. The characteristics of public mind of lower secondary school students
comprised 3 aspects : protection of public assets, service mind and improvement by
joining the activity.

2. The enrichment curriculum to enhance public mind consisted of 10
components : 1) rationale 2) goals 3) curriculum structure 4) course description
5) contents 6) description of learning units 7) learning objectives 8) learning activities
9) media and learning resources and10) evaluation. After being used, it was found that
the quality of the enrichment curriculum to enhance public mind was at a highest level,
while the result of the pilot study revealed that the curriculum was appropriate to be
used.

3. The results of the use of the enrichment curriculum to enhance public mind
were That;

3.1 Students’ 3 characteristics of public mind were higher at the level of
significance of .05
3.2 Student's behavior reflecting possession of public mind were better at

the level of significance of .05
