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ABSTRACT

This research was carried out to: 1) study Thai-cultural creative tourism on
Kanchanaburi-Tavoy route; 2) investigate Thai-cultural creative tourism activities; 3)
develop a model of Thai-cultural creative tourism on Kanchanaburi-Tavoy route; and 4)
find policy suggestions for Thai-cultural creative tourism on Kanchanaburi-Tavoy route.
The research methodology was research and development (R&D), and field study was
creative tourism sites on Kanchanaburi-Tavoy route. The samples of the study were 400
tourists and eleven key informants including representative of people and leaders of
communities, academic, private and government sectors. The questionnaire, interview
schedule, and focus group discussion guideline were used during April-June, 2015 for data
collection. The collected data were analysed by frequency, percentage, arithmetic mean

and content analysis. The findings revealed that:



1. The significant Thai-cultural creative tourism routes on Kanchanaburi-Tavoy
were: 1) Kanchanaburi-Hellfire Pass which started the tourism route from War Cemetory
Donruk — Death Railway Museum - Bride of River Kwai - Hellfire Pass Memorial Museum;
2) Muang Sing Historical Park- Ban Kao Spring House, from Muang Sing Historical Park —
Ban Kao National Museum - Ban Kao spring House. Both tourism routes were a day trip.

2. Thai-cultural creative tourism activities on Kanchanaburi-Tavoy route were
mainly focused on visiting historical places, particularly during the Second World War, and
visiting cultural museums of people in the pass.

3. The created Thai-cultural tourism model was a “Thai-Tavoy Model”,
composed of 1) Th (Thai), 2) A (Awareness), 3) | (Identity), 4) T (Telling a story), 5) A
(Attendance), 6) V (Value), 7 O (Opportunity), and 8) Y (Young people). This model was
evaluated by the expert and found to be suitable at the highest level.

4. The policy suggestions for Thai-cultural creative tourism on Kanchanaburi-
Tavoy route were including more public relations from relating organizations such as
ministry and province in order to promote the importance of tourism, encouraging more
art and cultural learning among people, creating tourism products from tourism areas,

and more participation of tourism activities from community.
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
