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ABSTRACT  TE 140603

The purpose of this research was to study the initiative of Doctoral Degree Program in
Curriculum and Instruction of King Mongkut’s Institute of Technology Ladkrabang according to
the experts’ aspects.

The samples used for this research comprised 7 experts with expertise in vocational
education administration and curriculum and instruction from both government agency and
private sectors. The instrument used in the research was a questionnaire prepared by the
researcher based on the curriculum standard of Doctoral Degree B.C. 2542, Ministry of
University Affairs.

The conclusions of this study were as followings:

1. Title of the Program and Degree: Program — Doctor of Industrial Education in
Curriculum and Instruction) and Degree - Doctor of Industrial Education (Curriculum and
Instruction)

2. Philosophy of the Program - Doctoral Program of Industrial Education in curriculum
and instruction aimed at producing qualified graduates in terms of knowledge, vision, Icadership
and ability to think critically and solve problems in education development. This was to enhance
new ideas and knowledge which would lead to curriculum and instruction development to
effectively keep abreast with technology change and country development based on morality,

cthics, and morale in profession.
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3. General objectives of the program should focus on producing academic leaders who
are capable of solving problems, carrying and developing research work. This should include the
administration of curriculum both in terms of constructing and developing curriculum for
effectiveness to be in line with local needs and the needs of the country as a whole. The graduates
are supposed to have morality in profession, ethics and morale.

4. Specific objective of the program is to produce graduates who have specific skills in
curriculum development, creative leadership to seek new innovation for research. The graduates
should also be able to select appropriate media and technology for effective curriculum
management according to the nceds of local community and the country.

5. Qualifications of applicants are that, graduates holding Diploma Degree with first
class honour or Master’s Degree in Education or related fields with grade point average of at least
3.5, or less than 3.5 with at least two years of working experience relating to education or
experience in carrying out research work which can be thesis or others concerning education that
is acceptable for the program committee. The applicants should be able to communicate well
both In Thai and English.

6. Criteria for selecting students are writing test of aptitude, capability in profession and
English. Education background, working experience, social activities and interviews are also
included. Referees for capability and working experience are also required.

7. Curriculum Structure is of two types. Education plan Model 1 follows the standard or
regulation of the Ministry of University Affairs. Education Plan Model 2 is for those graduates
holding Bachelor’s degree. The thesis of not less than 48 credits and course work of not less than
3o credits comprising 18 credits of core subjects and 12 credits of elective subjects are to be
completed. For those graduates holding Master’s degree, at least 36 credits of thesis and 27
credits of course work comprising 15 credits of core subjects and 12 credits of elective subjects
are to be completed.

8. Several criteria are to be met for graduates. They need to pass both writing and oral
English test or obtain at least 500 marks of TOEFL and are able to present thesis in English. As
for the knowledge standard, they are required to pass both writing and oral Qualifying
Examination. The standard of Dissertation should be creative, knowledge-based which is

applicable to the change of technology and appropriate for publishing in periodicals or other

forms of media.
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9. Outstanding qualifications of the graduates are that they are knowledgeable, leading
in new ideas and seek new innovation. They should be curriculum administrators and
qualified researchers able to distribute and exchange knowledge concerning curriculum and
instruction effectively.

10. Qualification Standard System for tcaching and learning management is that, in order
to apply for carrying out thesis, graduates need to get the score test not less than the Standard and
pass the qualification test. As for the curriculum development, there will be a review of
curriculum every five years to improve the contents to keep pace with academic progress and
manpower needs of the country. As for the thesis, there is a committce comprising 3 pérsons who
are thesis advisor, an expert or qualified educator about the thesis title and one teacher or
educator from other institutes. The approval of thesis depends on the committee appointed by

school of graduate studies and needs to follow the institute regulation.
