unforeseeable problems without the government's support.. ‘

The study also found two types of factors: that affect the level of public
participation. They are types of land holding, which includes fength of stay in the area;
and the level of relatlonshtp with one’s neighbors, which also includes the extent to

which the individual partmpms in the community's actnwtles

Problems which emerge during the parueipamg’ states are the way the p«ujecm.
was pubiicized, the dtsctosure of cmai information, the likelihood of public

parttc:patnon and the way ‘the public was mformed to relieve their anxtety

Interms of institutional ‘structure, publiopolioy,‘and the government's epproach
to in\)olve the poblio decision making, the study found three major guidelines for pobiic
participation: the community's guideline for large project participation, the guideline to
involve projects_owner, and the public policies which enhance the Ieve‘I of perticipation.

- The three suggestions are major factors promoting pobtic initiatives in public projects.
