This research was on the studies of bicycle lanes, parking and stations, which
have the potential for Eco-tourism in Nakohn Phatom Province, Thailand. It also provide

information and guidelines about bicycle lane, facilities, with respect to the four routes

as foliow:
Route 1 : Nongkayang Road to Sanamchandra Palace
Route 2 : Naprat Road to Pratom Chedi
Route 3 : Rajdanern Road to Prapratom Chedi
Route 4 : Nakorn Pathom Railway Station to Prapathom Chedi

The research methods used were questionnaires, recorded observations and
experiment or test-experiencing method.

The focus-studied groups had been divided into two main groups. The first
group, were local civilians who travel into the subject areas, where questionnaires and
observation were used. The total number was 394 people. The second group tourists
who visit the subject areas, where questionnaire and observation methods were used.
From these two groups, after analysis, the studied routes were self-tested and self
experienced in which they are clocked and video recorded. All results were expressed

empirically in percentage for analytical purposes.
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From the study, the results identify the following characteristics and features:

1. That the potential routes should have the following features

Safety
- Comfortable

The road surface should be suitable for biking

Adequate lighting in the night and evening period

Shelters against natural elements like rain and unforeseeable climate

conditions

Parking for bicycle at certain locations and distance

Less slope for roads

Interesting and attractive environment

2. That the potentials for bicycle parking lot should have the following features:

- Safe for bicycle and comfortable to use

Strong, durable and providing enough shade to protect bicycle from

sun
- Enough quantity and distance on the route.
- Optimal usage and easy access
3. That potential bicycle stations should have these features:
- Safety and accessibility should be quick and fast, if there is fee
collection

- Provision of amenities and facilities such as : Information boots
- Equipment rental and sales
- Restaurant and groceries stores

- Souvenir shops

Toilets for men and for women
- Waiting and resting points
4. Guidelines used in support of bicycle usage should contain the following
improvements for implementation:
- Tangible improvement:
- Traffic surface improvement

- Widening of bicycle lanes
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- Increase the existing bicycle lane networks

- Implementation of construction of traffic signage, adequate
lighting and facilities.

- Speed limitation signage for vehicles in bicycle zone areas

- Increase bicycle parking lots and with additions of security
offices to them.

5. Intangible improvemeonte:
- Motivation of local government in support of transportation and town

planning‘ regulations and policies setting used for disseminating of information to
populace on bicycle usage benefits through education on:

- Bicycle safety and its usage
