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SURACHAI CLAYTONG : THE STUDY OF EROSION PROBLEMS ON
BAANCHANTALAY COMMUNITY T. PHANTHAINORASING, AMPHOE MUEANG, SAMUT
SAKHON PROVINCE. INDEPENT STUDY ADVISOR: SAWANYA SUELUAM, Ph.D.61 pp.

The objectives of this study titled “The study of impact of coastal erosion problem
on the seashore village community in Tambon Phanthai Norasing, Amphoe Mueang, Samut
Sakhon” were to study the situation on coastal erosion problem in the seashore village
community and the impact of coastal erosion problem to the community totally in economic,
social, and environmental impact. The study process was made by in-depth interviews with
the villagers in seashore village community, formal and informal community leaders for
example; Chief Executive of the Phanthai Norasing Subdistrict Administrative Organization,
members of the Phanthai Norasing Subdistrict Administrative Organization, village leaders,
sudistrict leaders and village philosophers.

The result of this study found that the coastal erosion problem had impacted on
the seashore village community in economics with 3 characteristics; namely 1) income from
carrying on an occupation was changed into lower amount 2) agricultural land became less
due to land lost 3) expenses for rehabilitation and maintenance were paid for accommaodation
damaging from coastal erosion by community members. The social impact appeared in 4
characteristics; namely 1) villagers immigrated far from the coastal area, close area or
neighboring provinces 2) the relations among family members were separated because all
had to work in other provinces 3) local culture and tradition were lost with way of life in the
community for example; local play, seeing movie, seeing Thai traditional dramatic
performance, Thai folk dance, and damage of religious place. 4) quality of life was changed
especially changing to other non-expert occupations. As for the environmental impact
appeared in 3 characteristics; namely 1) wind waves were stronger 2) water level was
increased 3) forest resources and aquatic animals were obviously lower.

Findings from this study will be useful for the communities, organizations and
government agencies concerned in the level of community, subdistrict, province and country.
They will be further supported in policy determination for problem solving in order to reduce
economic, social, and environmental impact in community.
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
