and they can show now and they can tell you about local culture that continue from the
past. We will use these for the way to develop and design the Lanna housing at
present and in the future how to finding are construcuon.

The method of study starts from the historical data of Lanna house. Result the
following survey of living Lanna housing Type wood houses in a moat in Chiangmai
Province. For study about the characteristic of the house and behavior of the owner and
believe about construction houses foliows the Lanna architectural at present, for
research about how to change from the owner's characteristic from the past until now.
The data has been compared by use the exampie of 10 houses that has been surveyed
no more 50 years old. The differences betwaen 2 types of the study Lanna housing are
concluded as follows.

And the last character of this type was about the house that all over measure
from the owner's uses in short time. First the houses owned by original owners, who
became old, usually keep the first floor open the larger multipurpose area called “TERN”
and additional bathroom in the house. Most of kitchen has been modernized by bringing
in more convenient appliances such as microwave, a gas stove, refrigerator etc.
Second, the houses owned by young generation or new owners, who sometimes have
elder people living together. The bigger family needs more space for more different
uses, such as extended bedrooms, additional first floor kitchen and the second floor out
door washing area these houses has been developed through time.

The result of the study the characteristic of Lanna housing that response the
owner that become old usually keep the first floor open, additional bathroom in the
house. Most of kitchen has been modernized by bringing in more convenient
appliances. Second, the houses owned by young generation, the bigger family needs
more space for more different uses. 1ne secona 100r out aoor wasning area this house
has been developed through time.

The result of the study, the purposed interior space planning for the present
living is finally recommended. In consequences, any further study shall be focused on
not only how to develop the interior space planing in relation to new needs of proper
living behavior and environment, but also a design concept of contemporary

architectural style.
