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The research purposes were to. study student supporting systems for learner development and to
study management and supporting of the system for learner development. A multiple case study of two good
practice schools were used in this research. The data were collected by document analysis, participatory
observations,indept interview and focus group technique.The research data were analyzed by content analysis
and inductive conclusion.

The research results were as follow:

1. The management of the student supporting system of the two schools were focused in the following aspects.

1.1 The plan had a structure based on the policy of the Ministry of Education in the student supportings
system.

1.2 The operation emphasized on analysis of the problems and the readiness of schools, together with
staff development and the use of group process at the classroom and school the levels.

1.3 The follow up and evaluation of the system emphasized in teachers, students and guardians.
collaboration.

1.4 The imprement was based on continous formation evaluative at the classroom and the school level.

2. There were five stages in the student supporting systems. They were studying individual students, student
classification, supporting for further progress. Prevention and solving the problems and transferring support : for
better caring units insider and outside of the school.

3. The supporting system promote collaboration among teachers, students, guardians, community and involving
organizations

4. The efficiency of the student supporting systems were certified by the Ministry of Education standards, The

systems were able to help the students concretely in solving problems of the risk groups.
