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The study found that Thailand’s criminal procedure encounters similar problems as
other countries worldwide do such as courts with a number of cases, prisons with a number of
prisoners. This results from the concept in handliné criminal cases that the action of committing
crime is the violation of the state’s autﬁority; otherwise, the state must take the action in taking
culprits to punishment via various units within the justice procedure: the police, prosecutors,
courts and Department of Corrections. The consequence reads that culprits have to be in
‘prison and thus filled with guilt for all their lives while victims are still in need of help and
obtaining their compensations for their damage.

Currently there is the new concept called “Restorative Justice”, seeing that problems
according to crime not only affect the state but also the relationship of people in the soéiety.
This concept can be applied in as.supplementary in addition to the main justice procedure by
implementing it in not intense cases. This idea features that prosecutors play an important role
in the procedure, for they play a significant role in cases consideration which may bring about
the diversion. ‘

in the United States of America, Germany and France, prosecutors have applied
“Restorative Justice” in delaying the legal claim and compromising criminal conflicts. As for the
procedure, each country has one’s own way of practice according to one’s respective law.
Among practices employed in different countries, the one applied in France is considered' the
most appropriate as a guideline in defining the role of the prosecutor in Thailand.

This study proposes that it is recommended that restorative justice in which prosecutors
play an important role in the justice procedure be implemented in Thai law — with the
application of other nations’ — to solve current problems and to best benefit every involved party

which leads to the peace and restoration in the society in the future.
