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Abstract

The research of the Curriculum Evaluation on Bachelor Degree of Education
Program in Elementary Education Faculty of Education , Silpakorn University were to
1) Evaluate the curriculum on Bachelor Degree of Education Program in Elementary
Education , Faculty of Education Silpakorn University 2) Study the Guidelines to
Improve the Curriculum Program in Elementary Education. This Curriculum Evaluation
Using the Danial L.Stufflebeam Evaluation Method. The data were collected by using
questionnaire and interview the people who involved in the curriculum using for their
opinions on the matter. They were 14 graduates, 45 students, 10 graduates’ employers,
5 committee members and curriculum instructors , educator and 5 faculty executives .
The instruments used in the study included the questionnaire, the interview form and
the document check form. The collect data were analyzed by using percentage (%),
mean (i), standard deviation (S.D.) and content analysis.

The research results were as follows :

1. The results of the context evaluation as a whole and an item consists of the
action plan, strength and weakness found that the curriculum was appropriate at high
level

2. The results of the input as a whole and an item consists of objectives ,

curriculum structure and content, learner characteristic, admission, instructor and



adviser characteristic, physical atmosphere and budget found that the curriculum
appropriate was appropriate at high level.

3. The results of the process as a whole and an item consists of instructor
behavior, learner behavior, professional practice, instruction , service , and curriculum
management found that the curriculum was appropriate at high level.

4. The results of the product found that all of both generation of scholars was
graduate program at 100.00 percent, and was employed at 93.33 percent, working in
the branches at 86.67 percent. The opinions of graduates’ employers about the the
graduates’ attributes as a whole was appropriate at high level.

5. The results of impact aspect as a whole and an item consists of graduates
characteristic and attitude toward graduates found that the curriculum was appropriate

at high level.
