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The purpose of this research was to study the effects of emotional program on moral
reasoning development of Matthayomsuksa IV Students of Przharurai Convent Bangkok, in the
academic year 2002. The sample used in study consisted of 16 students, who had done the score of
program on moral reasoning development of Kohlberg's Theory less than the standard score of the
forth level. Sumple random sampling technique was used and separated then; into two groups, eight
in the expenimental group and eight in the control group. The questionnaires on moral reasoning and
emotional program were used as the instrument of the study. The researcher used the emotional
program twelve times, three times a week and 60 minutes for each time. The experiment was
divided in to three periods, pre-experimental, post-experimental and follow-up. The statistical

device used for the data analysis was the Two—factor ANOVA.

The resnlts of the research revealed that the interaction between the method and the
duration of the experiment was found of being statistically significant at .05 level. The students who
were under the emotional program could use moral reasoning during the post-experimental and
the follow-up periods higher than during the pre-experimental period and also higher than the

students in the control group with the statistical significance of .05 level
