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Among several kinds of Intellectual property (IP) law, which is an important mechanism for the
development of technology and economic, patenting is considered an industrial practice for
inventors to pursue protections for their ideas. It has been utilized extensively in developed
countries in several industrial sectors including software. However, in some developing countries,
software patent does not exist. This study is set to explore the case of Thailand, where software is
not recognized in the aspects of patent registration. Cases of developed countries (USA, EU, Japan,
and Singapore) and developing countries (India and Malaysia) are analyzed in order to compare the

benefits and barriers of adopting the software patent in Thailand context.
