Heart attacks are usually the result of a condition called coronary artery disease. In
coronary artery disease, a fatty material called plaque builds up over many years on the
inside walls of the coronary arteries. These are the arteries that supply blood and
oxygen to your heart. Eventually, an area of plaque can rupture, causing a blood clot to
form. If the clot becomes large enough, it can mostly or completely block the flow of

oxygen-rich blood to the part of the heart muscle fed by the artery.
