As widely accepted that children — from new born to the age of 6 — are in the most
significant stage of developing their learning ability. Therefore, producing appropriate experiences
for children in this stage is substantial and is also the basis of child learning and development.
Nowadays, parents have to work outside due to economic problem. It is very popular among
parents to have their child going to study in kindergarten school. Since learning in kindergarten
level is not subject to the compulsory education, so the government can only promote and support
the children to be well prepared for the primary education. Thus, the private section takes an
opportunity to step into this business. This made the distinction between the quality of education
provided by the two sections — the private and the government. Kindergarten school is the first
place introducing children to the world outside their family. Classroom becomes the center of
kindergarten in daily life, because the space can be used and adapted to serve various kinds of
activities.

This research studies on activities, behaviors, space management, sizing, furnitures, and
the relationship between space and activities done in classroom. The study proposed the “model”
of kindergarten classroom level 1-3.

The methodology of the study begins with searching related information from literature
review. This led to create the questionnaire measuring behaviors and attitudes of classroom users —
teachers and teacher assistants. The attitudes of users are toward the real situation happened in
their classroom. The data gathered from questionnaire were analyzed in percentage. Moreover,
there is another source of descriptive information gathered by survey, which focuses on the
activities, behaviors, and the space management in classroom. The process of analyzing is to

combine the data of literature review, of questionnaire, and of descriptive analysis as the
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From documentary study, there are 9 small kindergarten schools in Bangkapi district that

are available in level 1-3. However, after surveying the district, there are only 6 small kindergarten
schools in fact that are associate with the limitation of the study.

The findings of the study show that the appropriate number of classroom users is 26
persons including 1 teacher, 1 teacher assistant, and 24 pupils. The proper kindergarten classroom
should be in rectangular shape with wall-to-wall size of 6.50 meters width and 7.80 meters length.
The classroom should have one entrance and the windows along the wall in length. The classroom
for kindergarten levell, 2, and 3 can be managed with the same plan and size of space by using the
different style of furniture placement as suggested. The classroom space should be provided of
important areas for main activities that are teaching area, preparing documents & equipment area,
pupil desks, area for drying the work of art and craft, eating lunch area, sleeping area, lockers,
dressing area, desk placement area, and playing zone. Playing zone includes the supposition house
zone, block zone, and reading zone. The area mentioned above should be mutually used in order of
time and characteristic of activities. Substantial furniture for classroom includes of teacher table,
pupil desks, tables for preparing documents & equipment, blackboard, lockers, and cupboard for
mattresses. Anyway, it should have documentary board available in classroom for helping the

improvement of children learning ability.
