The purposes of this study were to develop the linear structural relationship
model between causal factors with academic achievement and to study its relationship
between causal factors with academic achievement of Fine Art Certificate students. The
subjects of this study were 184 third year students studying in the academic year 2002
from three college campuses under the supervision of the Fine Arts Department :
College of Fine Arts; Suphanburi College of Fine Arts; and Nakorn Si Thammarat College
of Fine Arts. The data were collected by official document, questionnaires and creative
thinking tests. Basic statistics were used to analyze the background of the sample and
the LISREL program was used to test the measurement and the structural models.
The results were as follows :
1. The developed model appeared congruency with empirical data measured
by chi -square = 45.07 (p= 0.097) , GFl = 0.97 and AGFI = 0.91.
2. The relationship between causal factor accounted for  52.24 %
(R® = 0.5224) of the variance in academic achievement of the Art Certificate students.
3. The variables that affected only direct causal factors to academic
achievement was creative thinking while the variables that affected only indirect causal
factors to academic achievement were school friendships, parental support and
parental economy. The variables that affected both direct and indirect causal féctors to
academic achievement were learning behaviors, art attitude, self-confidence,

achievement motivation, academic environment, instructional quality, measurement and

evaluation as well as art aptitude.
