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Sermsri Suanphirintra : The Needs Assessment of Students,
Parents, Advisors and School Administration Board in the Roles of Seventh
Grade Students’ Advisors of Chulalongkorn University Demonstration
Secondary School

The objectives of this study were 1) to study expectations and
percieved performance in the roles of the seventh grade students’ advisors
of the seventh grade ‘étudents, parents, advisors, and the School
Administration Board. 2) to compare those eXpectations and percieved
performance in the roles of the seventh grade students across 3 periods;
the beginning, the middle, and the end of the academic year, and 3) to‘
assess the needs on the roles of the seventh grade students' advisors of
those groups. The 4 research samples consisted of 254 seventh grade
students studying in the academic year 2549, 254 parents, 13 seventh
grade students’ advisors, and 27 school administrators appointed as the
School Administration Board. Data on expectations and percieved
performance in the roles of the seventh grade students' advisors, were
collected by means of questionnaires, The needs assessment, descriptive
statistics and comparative analyses were employed of data analyses.

The research results indicated that on the aspect of the
expectations in the roles of the seventh grade students’ advisors, the
administrators and the students’ advisors, in average, had higher
expectations as compared to those of the students and the parents. Of all
the four groups, the students had the lowest expectations. The comparisons
across 3 periods .indicated that as the time period changed, the students
and the parents' expectation increased, but the increased expectations
were still lower than the ‘expectations of the students' advisors and the
administrators. |

On the aspect of the needs on the roles of the seventh grade
students’ advisors, the parents and the administrators had equally the
highest needs on learning supervision and consultation, which were equal
to 43.0 percent. The students’ advisors assessed that the needs on the
development of the students desireable characteristics of 17.0 percént was
the highest one; whereas the students assessed that the needs on the
characteristics of the students’ advisors of 14.0 percent was the highest

one.
