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This research aims to provide a case study of an Asperger Syndrome Child by 1) analyzing an Asperger
Syndrome Child and 2) studying the gﬁidelines for an” Asperger Syndrome child -learning enchaﬁcement
based on multigroup collaborations. The case study is an Asperger Syndrome student in the fifth and sixth
grade in the academic year 2005-2006 of Chulalongkorn University Demonstration Elementary School.

He was10-11 years old during research. Data were collected by means of observing, interviewing and
autob?ography.
The research res.ults were as follows:-

1. The results of analyzing an Asperger Syndrome child

1‘.1 Personal data of the case study

The student lives in a warm family environment. He is in good health but he has some social
impairments, speech and language probiems and other behavioral difficulties. His school work has shown
he is highly intelligent in some subjects. He likes reading.

1.2 Characteristics of an Asperger Syndrome child

1.2.1 Social Impairments Skills The student has an impairment in social interaction. He cannot

develop peer relationéhips appropriately to developmental level. He does not interact with other people
. to share enjoyment and interests.

1.2.2 Speech and Language Peculiarities  The student has difficulties using language in order to
communicate his ideas and emotions, interpret and abridge his speech. He tends to use formal language to
cbmmunicate with other people. k

123 Ihtel/igent Ski//é His good level of intelligence is shown in his ability to study English,
Science and Music to a high level. He can memorize accurately.
| 1.2.4 Other Behaviors Problems The student has some motor and sensory problems. He s
frequently overly sensitive to sounds, tastes, smells and sights and is prone to repetitive mannerisms.

He struggles to change his ideas and can be sensitive and tempermental.
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2. The guidelines for the Asperger Syndrome child Ieamihg enchancement based on multigroup

collaborations

2.1 The duties of the Asperger Syndrome Child 's parents: (1) The role of bringing up the Asperger

Syndrome child. Parents have to learn and understand about Asperger Syndrome in order to teach and advise
‘correctly; (2) The role of developing behavior. After identifying the problem, parents find good guidelines for
solving the trouble accurately, encouraging and pleasing him; (3) The role .of teaching extra knowledge and
experience. Parents give beneficial information and support the student to learn sports or music during the
weekend; (4) The role of supervising homework. Parents check his homework, review lessons, help him to
search for information and teach the importance of responsibility; (5) The role of supporting educational needs.
Parents have to buy and prepare materials for education to supplement school work; (6) The role of
development social skills. Parents should support the student to join school activities; (7) The role of solving
the problems. Parents.advise the child how to solve problems and potential conflicfs in different situations
by giving appropriate guidelines for the child to deal with situations.

2.2 The duties of teachers in Iearnihq enchancement for the Asperger Syndrome child: (1) The

Asperger Syndrome student 's teachers need to be understanding, patient, tolerant and calm; (2) The role of
studying the nature of the Asperger Syndrome child; (3) The role of supporting the student to study'with

his peers. Teachers should motivate the student to pay attention and participate in activities with- his peers,
warn if the student lbehaves inappropriately and monitor friendships between the student and his peers; |

(4) The role of proposing ways to adapt behavior. Teaéhers advise the student to stop certain inappropriate
‘behavior, teach him to understand the reasoning, learn how to control his temper, reduce his ego, conduct
and follow social rules and teach ways how to interact with others; (5) The role of contacting parents. Teachers
have a duty to inform parents about student 's behavior and learning problems and to share ideas in order to
establish ways for anvAsperger Syndrome child leaming enchancement and to adapt behavior.

2.3 The duties of the Asperger Syndrome student 's peers: (1) The role of helping the student to adapt
or reduce some inappropriate behavior. Peers play an imbortant part in helping an Asperger Syndrome child
through warning, encouraging, offering ways to solve problems, asking for teachers ’help, persuading
the student to join activities and advising him to talk with someone; (2) The role of supporting and learning
enchancement. Peers think that the good manners of the Asperger Syndrome child are joyful, humanitarian,
responsible, smart, creative, polite and truthful. Moreover, he pays attention fo study, memorizes accurately
and proposes good ideas.

2.4 The duties of the Asperger Syndrome student: (1) The role of encouraging himself fo study with
peers. Initially he looses his temper easily but he leamns to recover quickly; (2) The role of interacting wiih
peers. He leamns to adapt and enjoy studying and working with peers. After class he sometimes likes to play
computer games and read books with friends; (3) The role of using language and speech. He has improved
his language and.can communicate more appropriately; (4) The role of controlling behavior; He can control
his emotions and can concentrate; (5) The role of using past experiences to adapt behavior and develop

himself to interact with others. He can adapt his behavior well and continuously.
