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The purpose of this research was to find out the state and problems in making
school curriculums for Phrapariyatti Dhamma Schools, general education stream under the
Clerical Administration, Region 4.

The population of the study were the 16 Phrapariyatti Dhamma Schools, general
education stream under the Clerical Administration, Region 4. The population of the study
were 214 teachers. The Research instruments were a suit of questionnaires involving the state
and problems in making school curriculums, and statistics used in data analysis, percentage,
average and standard deviation.

The findings from this survey research were that:

The state of making school curriculums in overall showed “High” level (lL=3.57)
in many aspects except the development of supporting and promoting system that was in the
“Medium” level (L1=3.39).

The problems in making school curriculums in overall showed “Medium” level
(LL=2.63) except that the organizing of school curriculum structure was in “Low” level
(L=2.50). The discovered problems were as followed: Some teachers lacked of khowledge in
specifying vision, mission, goals and desirable characteristics; in making curriculum
essentials; designing learning methods; designing activities for student development; forming
the types of measurement and assessment; developing a support and promotion system; and

in compiling to be school curriculums as well.
