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The purposes of this research were to study conditions and problems for social, religious and
cultural studies curriculum implementation for level 2 of schools under the Office of Nakhon Sawan
Education al Service Area, Zonel. This research was in three parts. The first part was administration and
service of the curriculum. The second part was process of learning and teaching and the last was support
and promoting of curriculum implementation. The samples used in this study were 146 schools. The
samples were selected by using random numeric table of Kerjcie and Morgan and were divided into large
schools, medium schools and small schools. The research instruments were divided into two sections.
The first and second comprised a checklist form and the third was a five-level rating scale questionnaire.
Data analysis was done through percentage, mean, standard deviation, and one-way Anova analysis.

The results of the study revealed that:

1. The overall conditions of using curriculum with opinions of teachers were practical at
82.06 %. When considering by each aspect of study it was found that support and promoting of using
curriculum was at the maximum level of practice, following by process of learning and teaching, while
the minimum was administration and service of curriculum according to the opinions of administrators.

2. The overall problems of using curriculum according to the opinions of teachers and
administrators were at the medium level. When considering by aspects of study it was found that
administration and service of curriculum was at the maximum level following by the process of learning
and teaching while the minimum was that of administration and service of curriculum.

3. The problems in using the curriculum for different schools was significantly different at the

0.01 level according to the opinions of teachers but not different according to administrators.
