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This thesis aims.to study the repreééntation of the student movement between 1968 - 1976 in Thai
novel as well as the narrative technigues -used ’in the construction of the-representatioh and the
relationship between politics and society and the representation Qf the student movement.

It is found that the representation of the student movement can be divided into two groups. The
first Qroup is the representatioh of the student movement before and during the 14 October 1973 event.
Students are positively repfeéented as patriots who sacrifice themselves for the sake of the public,
intelleétuals whom peoble can rely on, and heroes in the political struggle for democracy. As for the
negative 'representation, students are r_ebresented as children who Iéck maturity and have no real
intention to sécriﬁce for the public and as violence lovers while the student leaders are represented as
those who have their own mental problems, The second group is the rebreséntation of the student
movement during the period after the 14 October 1973 e\:;nt and the 6 October 1976 event. The
representation of the student becomes more negative and the students are further represented as the
pommuniéts and trouble makers. As for the positive representation, students are represented as peace
lovers who do not incline towards communism and innocent victims of slander and violent suppression.

Four main narrative techniques used in the construction of the representation of the student

.

movement include the characterization; the representation of plot, the description of setting, and the
_ sélection of narrator. Some techniques are employed to construct some specific represéntations. For
exar-ﬂplé, the use of stereotyped charaotér is for the construction of the negative rebrese_ntation while the
_ use of flashback, ellipsis and the character narrator are for the construction of posiﬁve 'representation.

In termé of the relationship between the representation of the student movement and thle politics
and society, it is found that political contexts, literary circle during the period when each text was

published as well as the background of the vnovelist,s are the main factors of the construction of the

representation to contest with the discourses about the student movement in Thai society.
