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The purposes of this research were to study and compare the Buddhist values applied in
daily lives of ninth grade students in Bangkok metropolis with different biosocial background and
economic status. The subject was consisted of 433 ninth grade students in schools under the Office
of the Basic Education Commission in Bangkok metropolis. Data were collected by a set of
guestionnaires and analyzed by percentage, mean, standard deviation, one way ANOVA and
Scheffe's method which was used for paired-comparison. The results of the study were as follows:

1. Students frequently applied the Buddhist values of the self —training and the self-
making for protection in daily lives and rather frequently applied the Buddhist values of charity, the
loving —kindness and compassion, the contentment, the carefulness, using a knowledge, life-
appreciation and the freedom.

2. The comparison of the Buddhist values applied in daily lives.

2.1 The Buddhist values»applied in daily lives of male and female students were not
significantly different at 0.05 level.

2.2 The Buddhist values applied in daily lives of students with different parents’ income
were not signiﬁpantly different at 0.05 level.

2.3 Performance on the Buddhist values applied in daily lives of students with different
parents’ occupations were significantly different . The students whose parents were unemployed
applied the Buddhist values in daily lives less than students whose parents were government
officials, state enterprises officers, private sector officers, entrepreneurs, agriculturist and employers
at 0.05 level of significance.

2.4 Students with different rearing practices were significantly different in applying the
Buddhist values. Students with democratic rearing practice applied the Buddhist values more than

students with laissez-fair rearing practice at 0.05 level of significance.
