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The objective of this research were to study the farmers’ satisfaction on the Neighboring
Wiseman Training Course established by the Chiangmai Domestic Wiseman center. Additionally,
the goal was to measure the level of knowledge of the farmers who had passed the Local Scholar
Network Center Training C_ourse.To study the factors that affect the relationship satisfaction,
knowledge and understanding and%ﬁsatisfaction practical. The sample population was consisted of
360 farmers who had joined the Local Scholar Net&ork Center Training Course in the 2009
fiscal year. The researching tools were composed of questionnaires for the purpose of data
collection which eventually had been analyzed through the usage of the Statistical Package .

According to the research, it was found that 67.2% of the farmers who had gone to the
Neighboring Wiseman Training Course were males with an average age of 46 years old. The

80.0% of the majority of the farmers were marked off from the elementary school level. 90.0% of
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the population had no social status. The average ownership of land for each family was between
1-5 Rai or 68.9%. |

Averagefy, each family was consisted of 4 family members and each family had 2
working members. Approximately, each family had only one agricultural activity. 38.89% of the
families had average income from the agriculture activity 6,741 Baht per month in addition to
average expense of 5,068 Baht per month.

The farmers’ satisfaction on the Local Scholar Network Center Training Course held by
the Chiangmai Domestic Local Wisdom Elite Network was in a very much level. The level of
knowledge of the farmers who had passed the Local Scholar Network Center Training was in a
very much level. However, the practical use of the knowledge was in the experimentation period.

Owing to the hypothesis testing, it was found that the factors relating to farmers’
satisfaction were 1) education, 2) numbers of people in the family, 3) number of people in the
farming labor area, 4) income from outside the agriculture area, 5) family expenses, 6) the reasons
to join the project.

It was also found that the factors relating to farmers’ satisfaction knowledge and
understanding were 1) gender, 2) education, 3) age, 4) number of people in the family, 5)
agricultural laborers, 6) agricultural incomes, 7) income from outside agricultural areas, 8)
household expenses, 9) reasons to join the project, 10) the Chiangmai Domestic Local Scholar
Network Center site.

Next, it was also found that the factors relating to farmers’ satisfaction practical were 1)
education, 2) age, 3) number of people in the family, 4) agricultural laborers, 5) agricultural
incomes, 6) income from outside agricultural areas, 7) household expenses, 8) reasons to join the

project, 9) the Chiangmai Domestic Local Scholar Network Center site.
