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This thesis intends fo study about fair debt collection practice laws especially rules and main
ideas of the United States of America Fair Debt Collection Practice Act of 1978 and the present applicable

law regarding debt collection practice in Thailand.

The study reveals that the United States of America Fair Debt Collection Practice Act of 1978
particularly prescribes rules, guideline including prohibition governing debt collector who is a third party
while there is no specific law in Thailand. Consequently, for the issue about debt collection in Thailand, it
is subject to the Wrongful Acts Title in the Civil and Commercial Code, the Panel Code, the Notification of
Bank of Thailand, the Lawyers Act as well as the guideline for the debt collection issued by the Bank of
Thailand as the case may be. However, the provisions in the Civil and Commercial Code and the Panel
Code are outdated and applied in general case only. In other words, they are not updated. Their
enforcements are not able to well protect a debtor as a consumer from unfair debt collection practices.
Furthermore, the Notification of Bank of Thailand conceming debt collection governs only the debt
collector who is the creditor himself not the third party. Even though the Bank of Thailand publishes the
guideline, such guideline has the problems regarding the enforceability, some criteria and the penaity.
Hence, the third party debt coliector may not be liable in some circumstances as well as can continue

his/her unfair practices. Regrettably, debtor is still taken advantages on. It is undeniable that the limitation

of law in Thailand is a main obstacle for protection debtor from unfair debt collection practices.

The author, therefore, suggests that it should appropriately apply the principles of laws in the
United States of America Fair Debt Collection Practice Act of 1978 to the legislation in relation to the fair
debt collection practice by the third party in Thailand in order to not only fully protect the right of debtor as

consumer but also give fair treatment to the bona fide debtor.
