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This study was to examine the patients' satisfaction with the food specially prepared for
them. The sample consisted of 93. The instrument used was a questionnaire. The collected data
were analyzed in terms of frequency distribution, percentage, mean, and standard deviation.

It was found that most of the sampled cases were catisfied at high level with the
cleanliness of container, the food itself which included appearance, soup, and rice. The
personnel's service in the aspects of peliteness, pleasant mood, clean dress, enthusiasm, and
punctuality. The sampled patients had moderate level of satisfaction with the choices of focd

which suited their symptoms, its taste, smell, texture, temperature, and food quantity.
