Abstract

The purposes of this study were (1)to study the learning strategies of the students at Nakhon
Sawan Rajabhat University in the Academic Year 2008 (2)to study the reading comprehension ability
of students undergraduate major in English Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences and Faculty of
Education in the Academic Year 2008 (3)to study which learning strategies are related to the reading
comprehension ability of students undergraduate major in English Faculty of Humanities and Social
Sciences and Faculty of Education in the Academic Year 2008. The subjects comprised 67 students
undergraduate major in English Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences and Faculty of Education in
the Academic Year 2008. The instruments of the study were a reading comprehension test and a
questionnaire. Mean, standard deviation, and percentage were used in the data analysis. The findings
of the study were as follows: 1.The ability in English reading ability and the use of learning strategy of
all 67 students was at a very low level. 2.There was a significant correlation at the level of .05 between
the English reading comprehension ability and the use of learning strategy of all 67 students. This
points out that the use of learning strategies is related to English reading ability. There are suggestions
for teaching and learning that many researchers support the view that learning to read is very
important for learning English because it helps the students to succeed in their studies. If the students
can appropriately use reading strategies, they will use and improve their reading more effectively.
Thus the teachers should study each reading strategy and explain it to the students how each is
useful. Moreover, teachers should develop their reading a teaching techniques for reading to help the

students to learn to read more efficiently and successfully.
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
