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The objectives of this research were to study Conditions, Problems and Needs in Academic Affairs
Administration for the Business Computer Department, Rajamangala Institute of Technology. Two
sampled population groups used in this research were 1) 501 sophomores of Diploma in Vocational
Education, majoring in Business Computer of Rajamangala Institute of Technology in Bangkok
Metropolitan Campuses and 2) 119 Business Computer Department teachers, Rajamangala Institute
of Technology. Tools to be used in this study were questionnaires consisted of Rating-Scale and
Open — Ended questions. Statistics employed for data analysis were Percentile, Mean and Standard
Deviation. Findings indicated that the students’ attitude to the conditions and problems on academic
affairs administration for 3 subjects: curriculum of Business Computer Program, teaching
management, and accessories and laboratories were at a moderate level, additionally, their attitude
to the needs in academic affairs administration were at a high level. Teachers' attitude to the
conditions and problems on academic affairs administration for 5 subjects: curriculum of Business
Computer Program, teaching management, accessories and laboratories, assessment and evaluation,
and teaching development were at a moderate level, additionally, their attitude to the needs in

academic affairs administration were at a high level.
