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ABSTRACT TE139552

This research was aimed at studying performance according to circumstance
of relationship between private vocational schools and communities in Songkhla
province under these components; cooperation development between schools and
communities, passing knowiedge and services to communities, acquiring knowledge
and services from communities, and conserving religions and cultures. The research
was also aimed at comparing performance according to circumstance of refationship
between private vocational schools and communities in terms of the following variables;
pasitions, working experience, and school sizes.

The research sample included 308 subjects; 66 private vocational school
administrator, and 242 teachers. The data collection instrument was a rating scale
questionnaire with two pars; part one asking about perscnal data of the respondents,
and part two asking about perforrmance according to circumstance of relationship
between private vocational schools and communities in Songkhla province. The
collected data were analyzed through SPSS for windows, and into statistics namely;

frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The F-test together with Scheffe’

method was employed for hypothesis testing.
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The results revealed that;

1. For averali, perfarmance according to circumstance of relationship
between private vocational schocls and communities was at a high level. When
individual components was analyzed, it was found that the performance under the
following components was at a high level, passing knowledge and services to
communities, conserving religions and cultures, and cooperation development between
schools and communities, white that under a component namely acquiring knowledge
and services from communities was at a moderate level.

2. For overall, the private vocational school administrator and teachers who
differed in terms of positions indicated a significant difference in their perceptions of
performance according to circumstance of relationship between private vocational
schools and communities. When individual components were analyzed, it was found that
they indicated a significant difference in their perceptions of the performance under the
components namely; cooperation development between schools and communities,
passing knowledge and services to communities, and acquiring knowledge and
services from communities. They indicated no significant difference in their perceptions
of the performance under a component called conserving religions and culture.

3. For overall and individual components, the vocationai school and.
administrators and teachers who differed in terms of working experiences indicated no
significant difference in their berceptions of the performance.

4. For overall, the vocational school administrators and teachers who differed
in terms of school sizes indicated a significant difference in their perceptions of the
performance. When individual components were analyzed, it was found that they
indicated a significant difference in their perceptions of the performance under the
following components; cooperation development between schools and communities,
acauiring knowledge and services from communities, and conserving religions and
cultures. They indicated no significant difference in their perceptions of the performance

under a component called passing knowledge and services to communities.
