Penalty is a process of law enforcement applied as sanction to human behaviors. It
is_ used mostly for the maintenance of social order, safety, morality and stability. Penalty
come in various forms such as fine as one of the lenient measure to death penalty as the
most severe one. The latter is of the most ancient and the most brutal form of punishment
which is still in practice in many parts of the world. Thailand and Lao PDR retain death
penalty but the methods and means to inflict death upon the offenders ohanvged over period
of time. Improvements were made in order to eliminate cruelty and inhumane natures of
death penalty of the past. Swift application and reduction of pain and suffering were
deemed as the most desirable mode of application.

However, death sentence by what ever means must bring about the lost of life as
final result. Therefore the most important issue of death penalty is the accuracy of the use of
the penalty. Methods and procedure to carry out death sentence must be precise and leave
no room for any error. Particularly, innocent defendant or person of different identity must
not be subjected to mistaken execution.,

This thesis carries out comparative studies on the process of execution of death
penalty used in both Thailand and Lao PDR. It finds that there are similarities and
differences among the two countries and there existed advantages and shortcomings.

This study also finds that, at the present time, Lao PDR has not yet promulgated
legal provisions specifying clear methods and process of the execution of death penalty.
There are shortcomings and ambiguity along the execution process which may result in
imprecision and mistake in carry out death sentence. The researcher proposes revision of
and amending laws, directives and executive decrees concerning execution of death

penalty so that the punishment can be utilized with precision and clarity.
