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The purpose of this thesis is to study the application of the principles of laws of
juristic act and contract pertaining to surrogacy contracts and related contracts in order
to obtain the proper practical solution for surrogacy as well as to provide guidelines for
drafting laws in relation to surrogacy contracts in Thailand. |

The study initially discovers that the principles of laws of juristic act and contract
may be somewhat applied to surrogacy contracts and related contracts although they
do not totally fit. This is because the surrogacy contracts are being regarded as a
special contract which is different from other contracts. It is not a contract for any
consideration in term of property because the baby born under the contract is not
deemed a property. Additionally, the performance period of the contract is quite long.
Consequently, the party is not able to enforce the other party to comply with the objects
of the contract and may not be able to protect, defend, and resolve the surrogated child
probiems. Therefore, the principles of laws of juristic act and contract currently used in
Thailand should not be applied to the contract.

In conclusion, it is essential to enact particular laws in relation to the surrogacy
contracts. In order to have a proper solution, and to protect not only the freedom of
contract but also the innocent baby who will be born under the contract, all parties
should be taken into consideration, especially the surrogated child who should be

raised with love and care and with full opportunity in the same manner as ordinary child.
