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Abstract

This research used multi-method approach to find out about process for enhancing

values based on self-sufficient economy in Basic Education level. First, the process was

constructed and then was implemented in ten basic education level schools from three

education areas in Nakhornsawan province. One hundred and twelve teachers were

participated in the study for three semesters of twelve months, from June 2008 -June 2009.

The results of this research showed that this process was consisted of five steps:

forming teams in schools to support teachers to conduct the action research; training

teachers on principles, approaches, methods and techniques of enhancing values based on

self-sufficient economy and how to conduct the action research; teachers’ action in their

classes to enhance the values; supervising and monitoring teachers about their action

research. Finally teachers were invited to present their work about their research. Almost

teachers (95.58%) successfully implemented instructional innovation in their classes

through action research. Teachers’ attitudes toward the process activities and perceptions

of self efficacy were changed in positive direction following used of the process activities.
