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The purpose of this research was to assess the perception of married women toward husbands’
violent behaviors and to examine factors affecting their perception toward husbands’ violent behaviors.
The sample consisted of 162 married women who were between 20-40 years old residing in Lopburi
province. Multisiage random sampling technique was used to select the subjects. The data were

collecied by using self-report questionnaires and were analyzed by simultaneous multiple regression.

The result of the study revealed that the perception of married women toward husband’s violent
behaviors was rated at a high level . Five predictor variables in combination explained 18 % of variance
of potential for perception of married women toward husband’s violent behaviors (» <.001). Only gender
roles ( B =.29,p <.001) and childhood witness of abuse in family ( B = -25,p <.005) were
independently and significantly associated with their perception toward husbands’ violent behaviors. It was
also found that gender roles were the most important predictors of potential for perception of married
women toward husband’s violent behaviors.

The findings of the study suggest the need for promoting the gender role perception and

prevention of family violence.
