The purposes of fhis research were to study factors affecting, and factors’ relationship to enter for
studying in vocational degree in Technical College for the Southern Vocational Institute 3.
Questionnaire was used to collect data from sampling group of 362 students by stratified random
sampling. Data was analyzed by using percentage, mean, standard error, analysis of variance
(ANOVA), and Chi-square. Results revealed that factors affecting to enter for study were attitude of
studying, types of work and progression, following friends, and institute and environment at the
.high level. Result on ANOVA found that factors affected to enter for studying in vocational degree
were attitude of studying, types of work and progression, following friends, institute and
environment, and quality of institute showed significantly different at the level of .05. Finally, the
result on relationship analyzed using Chi-square found that factors affected to enter for studying in
vocational degree were attitude of studying, types of work and progression, following friends,

institute and environment, and quality of institute showed significantly different at the level of .05.
